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Aim
• Develop a prototype for a sustainable 

web-based health information system for 
the EU 

Objectives
• Deliver a functioning prototype web application, 

linked to the EU Public Health Portal 
• Develop a structured information content 
• Develop a plan for maintaining the system, using 

expert networks

EUPHIX aim and objectives 
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� Policy makers at EU, national and 
regional level 

� Public health professionals and 
academia

� Media and the general public

Who are the EUPHIX users?
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� Information on the health of populations across 
the EU, including health policies

� Statistical data linked to (ECHI) indicators and 
presented as tables, (interactive) graphs and 
maps

� Textual information presented in a web-friendly 
style, connected to the data

� Internal and external links: access to relevant 
documents, references and sources

What does EUPHIX offer?
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EUPHIX: three levels of 
information

� ECHI indicators: in tables, graphs, 
maps

� EUphacts: indicators + textual 
information

� EUphocus: cross cutting themes
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• Until now mainly within the RIVM team; from 
now on external experts involved: authors, 
reviewers and the language editor.

• Data selection:
– Data available from existing international 

compilations: databases (Eurostat, WHO-HFA, 
OECD), reviews, special reports, specialised 
networks, PHP projects

– Up-to-date
– Credible source and methods of original collection 

known
– EU-27 and EFTA countries (Iceland, Norway and 

Switzerland (not Liechtenstein))
